Chairman Ron Bledsoe called the meeting to order at 2:03 p.m. noting that a quorum was
present.

II. INTRODUCTION OF GUESTS
Zach Taylor introduced Larry Hopper with the Central Oklahoma Transportation and Parking
Authority, and Bill Knox, Special Projects Officer from Harrah. Other guests at the meeting
included Mary Murphey from the Logan County Commissioner’s Office and Hon. Jim Gurley,
Councilmember from Newcastle.

. APPROVAL OF MINUTES — REGULAR MEETING — OCTOBER 28, 2004

Director Haddock made a motion to approve the minutes as submitted. The motion was
seconded by Director Naifeh and carried with the following vote:

Iv. COMMUNICATIONS

A. CHAIRMAN’S REPORT

Chairman Bledsoe did not give a report.

B. DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Mr. Taylor said staff had prepared an Amendment to the Claims List that was available as a
handout. Due to the early nature of the November Board meeting, several claims arrived after

the Claims List was published. The Claims List has been amended from $215,260.06 to
$222,622.24.

Mr. Taylor noted there was also an Addendum to the agenda to accommodate the adoption of
the CAC Bylaws, which requires Board endorsement. The item was approved in the Intermodal
Transportation Policy Committee meeting. Mr. Taylor said both the Amendment to the Claims
List and the Addendum to the Agenda fall under the Consent Docket.

Mr. Taylor reported that the road coalition is working on a financial solution through an initiative
petition that is currently being circulated throughout the state. The solution would require a vote
of the people. Mr. Taylor noted that Director Ridley from ODOT has made several presentations to
the ACOG Board and other local government organizations around the state. He said the group
has a deadline to meet in gathering signatures for their petition. He said if anyone was
interested in that issue, they should contact Doug Rex for further information.

Mr. Taylor said ACOG cosponsored the First Amendment Congress last week. He said the
conference was well attended. He thanked Jane Sutter for her efforts on that project.

Mr. Taylor announced that the Central Oklahoma Clean Cities program recently received a PRSA
Upper Case award for its public services campaigns for the year 2004. He congratulated Yvonne
Anderson, ACOG’s Clean Cities Program Manager, for her work on the alternative fuels program.

Mr. Taylor reported he recently received a call from the Oklahoma City National Memorial. The
10" anniversary of the Oklahoma City bombing will be commemorated on April 19, 2005. Mr.
Taylor said there were 19 communities in the Central Oklahoma area who had residents working
in the building that were killed or injured during the bombing. The Oklahoma City National
Memorial would like to make arrangements through ACOG to do a tree planting in each of the 19
communities beginning on April 1, 2005. The planted trees will be seedlings that have been
grown from the Survivor Tree. Mr. Taylor asked for volunteers from the Board to help organize
that effort. He asked those interested to contact him after the meeting.

Mr. Taylor asked Director Stan Inman, Oklahoma County Commissioner, to give the Board an
update on the status of the Jail Task Force.

Director Inman said the Task Force was formed over a year ago. A lot of time has been spent on
collecting information that would pull together a very strong report. The Task Force has now
come to the stage where they have hired a consultant to review all that information and then
provide the Task Force a recommendation as to what can be done about the operation of the
Oklahoma County jail.

Director Inman said the county has a deficit of about $12 million a year in operating the jail.
When the jail was built, there was no funding designated to operate it. Also, the prison
population has far exceeded the capacity. Director Inman said the county has an average daily
prison cap of about 2,500 people and the jail was designed for 1,200.

Director Inman said a consultant has been selected, and the consultant has agreed to do the
work for $66,000. The consultant will have 120 days from the awarding of the bid to bring back a
report. The consultant is being asked to provide three alternatives as to what to do with the jail
and to cost those alternatives out so the Task Force can determine the best solution.

Director Inman said the consultant is also being asked to give an analysis of the existing facility
as far as its economic life. He said the jail was affected when the Murray Building was bombed.
He said he doesn’t believe there is any structural damage but the veneer on the outside is
cracked and some of the things have shifted. Director Inman said if the consultant provides a
good analysis on the structural life and what can be done without a great deal of extra expense
to expand out from that facility, he believes the Task Force will have a reasonable alternative to
present to the people. The consultant’s report is due in February, and it will be analyzed in March
and April. Director Inman said he would like to get something on the ballot next year concerning
the jail issue.
